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PRIMARY DYNAMICS OF AMORAL ANTISOCIAL CHARACTER
1.  The primacy of self-needs over the needs of others

2.  “Getting over” on others, power, keeping others subservient

3.  Grandiosity

4.  Competition … Not losing is even more important than winning.

5.  Primary emotional dilemma is shame, surface emotion is anger.

6.  Impulse control allows the amoral antisocial individual to plan, plot and delay 

           gratification. 

7.  Primary defenses are dissociation, grandiosity, omnipotence and denial.

PRIMARY DYNAMICS OF IMPULSIVE ANTISOCIAL CHARACTER

1.  Lack of impulse control

2.  Thrill seeking

3.  High tolerance for pain (probably related to an ability to dissociate)

4.   Low feeling - feelings come at peak thrills and risk taking
5.  Can’t explain motivation for actions

6.  May be impulsively violent

7.  Drug use is often associated with impulsivity, thrill seeking and violence

8.  May show temporary remorse but the remorse is over impacts of actions on self 

           rather than remorse over effect of actions on others.  Low guilt, high regrets

PRIMARY DYNAMICS OF THE SADISTIC ANTISOCIAL CHARACTER

1.  Willingness / desire to inflict pain on others for personal satisfaction

2.  Lack of caring and empathy

3.  Feeling through the pain of others

4.  Primary defenses are dissociation and omnipotent control

5.  Usually identifiable history of pervasive childhood trauma

6.  Intense need to control and dominate, though may appear passive to others.
